6. Except as otherwise stated herein, no modifications or revocations may be made by 

the undersigned to the irrevocable credit created hereby, without the express written approval of  

District. 

 

7. Drafts drawn in favor of  District shall not relieve  Principal of any other liability it 

may have for the satisfactory repair and/or replacement of the improvements called for under the 

Agreement or otherwise required. 

 

8. Except insofar as otherwise expressly stated, this Letter of Credit is to be governed 

and construed in accordance with Delaware law, and to the extent not inconsistent therewith, the 

Uniform Customs and Practices for Documentary Credits, 2007 Revision, ICC Publication no.
